His life story caught my attention just as much as his
incredible skills. | admire him because of his triumph over adversity. | think that his inspiring story of perseverance is a lesson for us all.

International Sign Languages Day - the famous people who knew and used the sign languages!

The German pianist Ludwig Van Beethoven is famous deaf person. Beethoven started losing his hearing at age of 26. He produced some of
his greatest classical masterpieces, such as Moonlight Sonata, the Fifth Symphony, the Ninth Symphony, and Fur Elise when he was 52 years
old and completely dedf.

Motion picture, phonograph, the light bulb — these are just some of the works of American inventor Thomas Edison. He started losing his
hearing when he was still a child and believed to be completely deaf when he was a teenager. He used his deafness to focus on his various
projects. One of his greatest inventions was the light bulb, and the electric power generating system to provide electricity to factories,
businesses and homes. But he said his favourite was the phonograph, which took him 52 years to finish.

Helen Keller was a writer, political activist and educator. The illness she contracted when she was only 18 months old made her mute, deaf
and blind. She developed a simple form of sign language so she could communicate. Anne Sullivan, a friend of hers, taught her fingerspelling
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and other different ways to communicate. She was the first deaf/blind person to receive a Bachelor of Arts degree and later became a writer
and global communicator. She worked tirelessly to support blind people around the world, including the blinded soldiers and war veterans.
